• Take part in conversations 

expressing likes and dislikes, 

eg. J’aime / Je n’aime pas … . 

/Je veux / Je ne veux pas …. .   

Reading Read a variety of short 

simple texts in different 

formats and in different 

contexts Focus on correct 

pronunciation and intonation, 

using tone of voice and 

gesture to convey meaning 

when reading aloud 

• Practise reading aloud• Read 

a variety of short simple 

texts e.g. stories, poems,  

non-fiction texts that contain 

familiar and new vocabulary 

Writing Write simple sentences and 

short texts using a model 

Use a dictionary to check 

the spelling of words 

• Write three or four 

sentences using a 

word/phrase bank linked to a 

recent area of learning such 

environmental problems.  Use 

simple conjunctions such as 

and / but to form more 

complex sentences.  
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• Change elements in a given 

text e.g. ingredients, colour 

and size. 

Grammar Nouns Gender – masculine, 

feminine neuter – nouns 

(singular and plural); 

adjectives, pronouns 

Match correctly 

definite/indefinite article to 

singular and plural familiar 

nouns 
Consider how possessive 

articles e.g. my, his, her 

change according to gender. 
Adjectives Place familiar adjectives in 

correct order. Select the 

correct adjective to 

describe masculine and 

feminine nouns. 

Understand the word order 

of familiar adjectives and 

apply correct endings, 

singular and plural, with 

increasing accuracy 
Verbs 1st, 2nd 3rd persons in 

questions and answers. 
Forming the negative using 

an example. 

Show an understanding of 1st, 

2nd and 3rd person in present 

tense singular e.g. ask and 

answer questions.  Qu’est-ce 

que tu peux voir? / Qu’est-ce 

qu’il peut voir? Je peux / Il 

peut voir un oiseau. 

Questions Use questions in spoken 

language to initiate and 

sustain simple conversations 

on familiar topics. 

Understand and use 

transactional language e.g. in 

a café, eg. Je voudrais / Ça 

coûte … . / J’ai besoin de … . 
Ask and answer questions and 

express opinions. 
Prepositi

ons 

Pupils will recognise & use a 

wider range of prepositions. 

Correct usage of prepositions 

in sentences.  e.g. dans, en, à 

à travers – taught through 

various topic work. 

Phonic focus  Segmenting words into 

phonemes.  

Revision of common 

phonemes. 

Hearing individual phonemes 

in words & using this to aid 

writing. 

Using knowledge to help 

pronounce new words.
