
Read or share a book 3 times a week. 

 3 different recordings must be put into 
your child’s reading diary each week in 
order for their monkey to be moved up 
the ‘wild about reading tree’! 

Following our work on numbers to 10  

Can you order the numbers to 10. If you 
close your eyes and someone hides one 
can you work out what is missing?   

Following our history work on dinosaurs 
(week 4) 

Can you design your own dinosaur? 
What would they look like? What would 
they eat?   

Following our work on ‘The Gingerbread 
Man (week 1 & 2)  

Can you make a boat for the gingerbread 
man? Investigate which materials float 
and sink. What materials will you use to 
make your boat?  

 

Following our work on Little Red Riding 
Hood  (week 3) 

This week we are learning about recy-
cling. Can you help your grown-ups sort 
your recycling? What do you use that 
can be recycled?  

Following our work on dinosaurs (week 4 
& 5)  

Can you ask a grown up to film you talk-
ing about what the world was like when 
the  

dinosaurs lived?   

Practice building numbers - 10.   

Can you make your own number blocks 
using bricks or beads? E.g. for number 10  
make a tower of 8 beads and 2 more or 4 
blocks and 6 more.   

Can you make a model dinosaur?   

We have looked closely at the different 
dinosaurs. Can you use Lego, blocks, box 
modelling, play dough… to create your 
own? Think carefully about its features 
(week 4) 

Fine Motor Skills.  

Can you practice using your fine motor 
skills? This could be threading beads to 
make a bracelet, connect 4, scissor skills, 
using pegs etc... 

Practice games with your red word flash 
cards.   

E.g: place the words on the floor and 
throw a bean bag. Read the word the 
bean bag lands on.  

Following our work on ‘The Gingerbread 
Man (week 1 and 2)  

Can you design your own ‘sweet treat’ to 
sell in a bakery? It could be a ginger-
bread man, cake or pastry. Can you label 
how it is decorated e.g: raisins for but-
tons, red icing etc 

Spring Walk 

Spring starts in March. What changes are 
you noticing when you go on a walk or 
walking to school? Talk to your adult 
about these changes. They could record 
you talking about what you have no-
ticed.
